Unemployment in Australia?  
We heard from our government that unemployment has reached 5%. Yes there are jobs being lost and 
that’s to be expected in the current times, but that means that 95% of the population is employed.  I know a 
lot of countries that will probably never get their unemployment as low as 5% 

Interest Rates:   
Our current CASH RATE is 3.25% which means we as borrowers, in the residential market, are accessing 
funds at just over 5% with some lenders offering rates below 5% for the first year. (subject to change) The 
sentiment is that rates will be cut further this year, and may even hit “terminal” at 2.75%, how much the 
banks pass on, is yet to be seen. The fact remains that our interest rates are at 40 year lows  currently and 
that has made property investment more affordable.

I expect to see more investors come into the market , already I am working with a few.  

Population Growth  
Australia’s Population grew, for the 12 months to Sept,  by more than 354,000 with a net overseas  
migration number in excess of 208,000 persons. The Australian Government is cutting back on the number 
of skilled migrants into the country to give stability to Australian jobs. The upshot here is that less  
Australians are likely to leave our shores for USA and Europe with better opportunities at home, keeping 
the numbers somewhat balanced. 

Housing Shortage?  
Recently the ANZ released their March 2009 Property Outlook in which they highlighted that Australia’s 
underlying dwelling demand sits at 180,000 new dwellings per annum. Dwelling commencements are 
around 150,000 per annum and building approvals are falling. This puts pressure on rental properties as 
well as properties for people to live in, as there are 30,000 too few homes per year.  The other fact to bear 
in mind is that fewer developments are coming out of the ground as developers find it hard to fund projects 
in the current market. This again adds to the shortage of accommodation and this will be felt in time to 
come as there will be a drastic shortage of housing.  

Solution:  
My solution is to invest now, while there are fewer buyers in the market. And simply sit on the property and 
ride the wave, which is forming out there. 

Invest before you leave: 
This is a critical step most miss. People simply arrive and wonder why they can’t borrow money. The  
Australian system is different and when you leave your country,  you leave your credit rating and all the 
history you have behind.  We can get you a loan in Australia for an investment property before you leave 
and you can then leverage out of that property when you arrive for cars, businesses and houses. We see 
people pay cash for cars when they arrive and this is simply ludicrous. Plan before you arrive.
